Transition to injecting

¢ Heroin is the most com monly injected drug

* Cocaine is the most commonly injected drug in Latin
America (more frequent inject ion than for heroin)

* Pharmaceuticals - (synthetic painkillers, benzodiazepine)
are commonly injected in South Asia

* Injecting practices: syringe mediated drug sharing, sharing
networks, professional injectors

* Many countries have seen a rapid rise of injecting drug use
in the past 10-20 years

* Changes in dru g trafficking routes have exposed formerly
unexposed populations to injectable drugs

* Switch from traditional opium smoking or coca chewing to
injecting; switch to injecting due to rising price of heroin

* Countries in sub-Saharan Africa ha ve started documenting
injecting drug use (e.g., Kenya, Tanzania, Nigeria)
