So, where are we going. Simultaneously with the ongoing assessitieat
current objectives, work has begun to consider approaches to developing
Healthy People 2020 goals and objectives.

In January 2007, the National Opinion Research Center (or NORC), unde
contract with the US Department of Health and Human Senpceduced an
“Assessment of the Healthy People Objectives-setting &naork and
Process.” To carry out the assessment, NORC convened a Tedhpeal
Panel composed of national leaders in areas relevant to heattéiand
development and use and conducted a public comment period on its
recommendations. In short, the NORC report recommended thaljdwtives
for 2020 be organized according risk factors and determinants of hbalth,
the number of focus areas and objectives be limited to 15 and 150,
respectively, and that the development process be open, trarispacedraw
heavily on stakeholder input.

Using the NORC report, HHS has proposed a framework that wik sex the
starting point in developing Healthy People 2020.

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The timeline for developing and releasing Healthy People 2020 differsdim past decades.

The development of the framework and goals started in 2007 and will contie through
2008 and 20089.

However, the release of Healthy People 2020 will happen in two phases.

In December 2008 or January 2009, the framework and overarching goals will be
released. Work on the development of objectives will begin in early 2009.

In about one year later, in 2010, the complete set of 2020 objectives withsklines and
targets and suggested strategies for implementation will be laghed.

The delay between the release of the framework and objectives giv&akeholders,
including states, communities, professional organizations and evendegal users, at least
a year to populate the framework with objectives that meet theispecific needs.

We will rely on in put from
stakeholder such as yourselves to
ensure that the next set of national
objective, Healthy People 2020, will
meet your needs and those of all of
our stakeholders.
